LIFELONG LEARNING AT EMUNI:

ADULT EDUCATION AND FREE STANDING COURSES

The implementation of courses of the accredited study programmes is a
form of formal education. In case that the participants fulfil all study
obligations they receive a transcript of records with obtained ECTS credits.
This certificate can at a later stage be used for entering study programmes
in terms of validating their previous education/ learning.

TEACHING METHODS

Courses will be delivered on the basis of blended learning, a combination of on-
line (4 June - 30 September) and face-to-face (28 June - 9 July) tuition (max.
